2. Declarations of Conflict of Interest

SD declared an interest in item 12 as Chair of the Friends of the Ochils.
3. Minutes of Meeting on 3rd December 2014

The minutes were approved; proposed by JA and seconded by MW.

4. Matters Arising

Item 3.  Clackmannanshire Council Roads Dept has now indicated that the roads and verges will not be cleared until the weather has improved and unlikely in this financial year.
Item 9. Snow Clearance. The A91 remains a priority route as does the A823 between the Yetts and the boundary at the Water Treatment Works. 

School Road including the pavements also needs to be kept clear of snow.

The clearance of footpaths in Cairns Place and Kirkhill is carried out under contract using a tractor shared with Dollar. This caused delays as a result of the tractor breaking down.

Item 14. The plaque commemorating the Queen’s Baton passing through Muckhart is required to have a logo and details on the funding. The matter is to be raised at the next JCCF meeting on 18th February.

Item 5. Police Report.

PCs John Baxter and Lauren McPherson attended the meeting and gave the police report. There was nothing significant to report.

The Police 101 & 999 Command & Control System has been centralised at Bilston Green, near Edinburgh. It is hoped the current teething problems in setting up will be resolved soon.

Item 6. Clackmannanshire Council consultation on 2015/2016 budget

Item 11. Roads/footpaths update

M Wilson spoke on three key issues;

1. Gateway Sign.

 Funding should be in place by end March 2015. There will be no Gateway Sign on the on the footpath side of the A91 between the Yetts and the Pool, only the 30mph speed restriction sign.

2. Footpath from Yetts to the Pool.

There are problems with the drainage on both sides of the road. It is planned to have the matter resolved and work completed by summer 2015. 

3. Golf Course Road.

The speed sign at the junction with the A91 is to be changed to 30mph.

The 40mph sign close to the entrance to the Golf course is to be moved further east to allow golfers to cross more safely.                                                       ACTION MRW

Item 12. Special Landscape Areas: PKC Supplementary Guidance consultation – Devon Gorge response
JJ has responded on behalf of MCC to the consultation on the designation of Special Landscape Areas (SLAs) within PKC, stating that MCC supported the candidate Ochils SLA as well as proposing the Devon Gorge as a candidate SLA. It was recognised that the designation of the Devon Gorge would involve further consultation with Clackmannanshire Council who will not be reviewing their SLAs before 2016/17. MCC will continue to monitor developments.
