ITEM 6. Stuart Crickmar

The Chair welcomed Stuart Crickmar, Head of Strategy and Consumer Services, Clackmannanshire Council to brief the Community Council on the cuts the Council will have to make over the next 3 years. A total of £21m has to be made, £10m in 
FY 2016/17. Service Departments have already been asked to reduce spending by 

10-15%.

Bearing in mind that certain services have to be provided by law some of the others that are under consideration are;
1. Development of settlement/ community hubs
2. Roads and transport 
3. Car parking particularly in Alloa

4 .Review of Social Services transport

5. Litter and dog fouling

6. Disposal of surplus assets

7. Creation of a campus school along the lines of that in Kinross so that best use of facilities can be made to minimise the loss of peripheral facilities such as libraries.

To achieve these and other smaller cuts, the Council wishes to seek the views of the community to help set out priorites.

ITEM 7.  Muckhart Community Plan

The initiatives of 5th Sep and 10th Oct were well attended. As a result the Plan is on target to be finalised by early May 2016 for inclusion in the Main Issues Report which is due to be published on 18th May.
