Item 12. Provision of Broadband in the Muckhart/ Glendevon Areas

JJ provided an update. It is planned to introduce Superfast Broadband in early 2016. However JJ had spoken to Digital Scotland today and they are not certain how matters are actually progressing. The plan is to start with the groundworks in 2016. For those areas where this is not possible other options including satellite will have to be explored.

The telephone kiosk opposite Monas cannot be removed as it is listed. The village could adopt it but if it does not then it will remain a functional callbox. It was agreed we should not adopt and that we should do nothing at present.

5. Police Report

No one from Police Scotland was in attendance and there was no report.

6. Clackmannanshire Local Development Plan-Update
Graeme Finlay, Principal Planner Clackmannanshire Council gave the meeting a briefing on the LDP process and an update on the progress of the 2016 Plan. 

Currently, consultations are taking place with other agencies on a wide ranging number of issues to be included in the Main Issues Report which is to be published in mid 2016.
JA asked about the timescale for the Muckhart Community Plan, currently being put together and how it would fit into the MIR. It should be completed by spring 2016 to tie in with the timings for the MIR and the next LDP.                        ACTION SD ,JA
7. Fracking/ Underground coal gasification

MRW and SD attended a meeting on fracking hosted by INEOS, owners of the Grangemouth processing plant. The final decision will be made by the Scottish Government after all the expected issues have been addressed. Public consultations will then take place, probably not before the end of 2015. The final decision could be a further 12 months after that.

A separate meeting on coal gasification is planned and MRW has agreed to attend.

9. Greenknowes Windfarm Extension

ScottishPower Renewables wish to install a further 5 turbines within the area currently occupied the existing 18. There will be no need to enhance the present distribution structure as the existing cabling will be able to take the extra power output. As yet no formal application has been submitted.
