1. Apologies for Absence/Introductions

3. Minutes of Last Meeting

4. Matters Arising

Item 4. Matters arising: Proposed Clackmannanshire Local Development Plan. Contact has been made with Clackmannanshire Council over the desirability of reviewing the LDP process before the Council embarks on the next LDP. It was suggested that MCC writes to the Council with our proposals for such a review. This was agreed.

Item 7. Queen’s Baton Relay 25th June 2014 – update. Clackmannanshire Council has requested a short report on the event, evaluating how it went and what improvements might be made for similar events in the future. SD has asked Alison Peden, organiser of the Muckhart event, to provide a response.

Item 10. Emergency Planning for Muckhart area. David Johnstone, Emergency Planning Officer for Clackmannanshire Council has agreed to speak at the next MCC meeting on 22nd October 2014.

Item 12. Tree problem on land adjacent to Muckhart Church. The tree has now been felled.
Item 14. PKC Consultation on landscape designations – Ochils and Devon Gorge proposals. It appears that the landscape consultants undertaking the review of PKC LLAs did not accept all of the recommendations of the Review Panel and have excluded both the Devon Gorge and the Cleish Hills in their list of proposed LLAs submitted to PKC. Pressure is being brought to bear on PKC by interested parties to include these two areas in the finalised draft of the Supplementary Guidance before it goes out for public consultation. The PKC area of the Ochils has, however, been proposed as a LLA.

Item 11 Ochils Landscape Project. JJ provided an update on the future of the OLP, outlining the need for detailed proposals for the continuation of the project beyond 2104 and the duty of legacy required once HLF monies have ceased in December 2014. 
5. Police Report
A verbal report was given by PC Steven Carrie. He detailed the recent major events that have involved Police Scotland such as the Commonwealth Games and the Queen’s Baton Relay. One crime, a hit and run incident in Muckhart has been reported. However PC Carrie detailed a number of crimes elsewhere, particularly thefts in Dollar, and urged vigilance in the Muckhart area.
A resident attending the meeting commented that serious problems remained with speeding in Muckhart and requested a greater police presence in the area. Questions were also asked about the impact of the Ryder Cup on traffic and MP observed that traffic speeds were still a problem in Glen Devon.
PC Carrie handed out forms on a Police Scotland ‘Public Consultation Survey 2014’ and asked that they be completed and returned. SD agreed to collect completed forms and return them to Police Scotland.                                                                     ACTION ALL
6. Muckhart Area Plan – next steps
JJ outlined the next steps to be undertaken in relation to the Muckhart Area Plan (MAP). JA has agreed to chair the steering group for the MAP and will work with both MCC and the community to establish the Steering Group and a draft scheme with appropriate terms of reference.  It is anticipated that the main work on MAP will be undertaken during 2015 in order that it can inform responses to the next version of the Local Development Plan. Meanwhile discussions have taken place with a consultant who is available to help develop the plan although the exact role of any external input has still to be finalised. In addition to the funding for MAP available from Clackmannanshire Council, other funding options may exist through, for example, the LEADER programme.

7. Roads Issues – update

Prior to this item, PC Euan Mitchell updated the meeting on the transport arrangements for the Ryder Cup and dealt with a number of questions on those arrangements.

A number of road and safety issues were discussed. It was agreed that a group should meet with Clackmannanshire Council to take forward the issue of gateway features for the Pool of Muckhart. MW, MEP and SD agreed to represent MCC and Mike Wilson will attend on behalf of the residents’ road safety group. SD to convene the meeting.

8. Report on JCCF meeting on 21st August 2014. 
MP and DC reported back on the JCCF meeting of 21st August 2014 and a short report was circulated. The relationships between the Council and Community Groups was discussed at length at the meeting and it was agreed that there would be a structured dialogue with Heads of Service at the next JCCF on 20th November 2014. Also feedback was requested on the organisation of the Queen’s Baton Relay event.

There is also strong interest in organising a local event in 2015 to look at the ‘Strengthening Local Democracy’ agenda. 

9. Green Knowes Windfarm Extension
SD detailed the intent by Scottish Power (SP) to extend the Green Knowes Windfarm by up to 6 turbines. It is anticipated that a planning application will be submitted to PKC during 2015 with public consultations taking place sometime later this year. It was agreed that MCC would wait until those consultations take place before taking the matter further. 
10. Broadband speed in the Muckhart/Glen Devon area.
JJ outlined the work undertaken so far to investigate the problem of slow broadband speeds in the Muckhart/Glen Devon area and possible solutions to the problem. Muckhart is working on this issue in partnership with Auchterarder and District CC and Malcolm Best, A&DCC Vice-chair, in particular. Discussions have also taken place with Clackmannanshire Council. Possible options include satellite provision. Further investigation is required and the following actions were agreed.

NS reported on the work undertaken to update the Muckhart website. It is recognised that improvements are still needed. It was agreed that the site would be re-assessed at the end of the year to see if extra help is required. Meanwhile MP offered her help with the site.
12. DRT for Muckhart and West Kinross-shire - update
Information on the use of the service to date, obtained from PKC, was distributed. A total of 464 journeys were taken in June and July 2014 with 420 starting or wholly operating within the PKC area and 44 starting or wholly operating in the Clackmannanshire area. 492 passengers started their journey within PKC with 53 starting in the Clackmannanshire Council area.

13. Welcome pack for new residents.
JJ outlined an idea from the Hall Committee that a ‘welcome pack’ should be prepared for new residents. A resident indicated that the church had discussed a similar idea. It was agreed that the Church and the Hall Committee should liaise over the proposal.

14. Co-option of new MCC member
SD indicated that the next opportunity to co-opt a new member on to MCC is the next meeting on 22nd October 2014. All interested parties were asked to discuss the matter with MCC officers asap.                                                                               ACTION ALL
