    1.  Apologies for Absence/Introductions
Apologies were received from Cllr. Kathleen Martin and Cllr. Alastair Campbell. 
Lesley Baillie, Community Planning Adviser for Clackmannanshire Council and 6 members of the community were in attendance.   
       2.  Minutes of last AGM
 The Minutes of the 2012 AGM had been circulated prior to the meeting and were approved as an accurate record of the proceedings. Proposer:  Terry Hollis.   Seconder:  Douglas Fisher
3. Matters Arising.

There were no Matters Arising.
4. Chairman’s Report
Jon Jordan gave a verbal report on the work of Muckhart Community Council during the previous year. He highlighted three key issues for the year – the speed of cars in the village and the changes to speed limits; the developments in relation to a Demand Responsive Transport system for Muckhart; and the new Clackmannanshire Local Development Plan (LDP). The LDP is the most important matter that we are dealing with as a community council as it will determine the future of the area in years to come. Responding to the Plan during the coming year will be a major task for the community council. Progress is being made but he stressed that the community was united in its opposition to an excessive expansion of the size of Muckhart village.

He congratulated and thanked those on the community council for all their hard work over the past year and in particular those now working in the MCC sub-groups set up to deal with planning applications, travel and transport and publicity. He also thanked the  office bearers for their work and support during the year.
Finally he gave a special ‘thankyou’ to Terry Hollis who was not only standing down as Treasurer  but has also resigned after many years on Muckhart Community Council.
5. Treasurer's Report.
Terry Hollis presented the annual Treasurer’s Report. He referred to key items in the accounts such as the higher income and expenditure resulting from processing the Jubilee Fund for Muckhart; the additional IT funding; the rephrasing of the Council grant; and the reimbursement of the Hall rentals. MCC income has been helped signifcantly by the increase in the Council grant from £300 to £400 p.a.  
John Anderson proposed the acceptance of the accounts and this was seconded by Margot McKerrell.The audited accounts, of which the Treasurer holds a signed copy, were unanimously accepted as presented. (Copy attached.) 
             Finally, the Treaurer thanked Ken Bibby for once again auditing the accounts.
